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From Trials to Glory 
“Beloved, do not think it strange concerning the fiery trial which is to try you . . . for 
the name of Christ … blessed are you for the Spirit of glory and of God rests upon 

you …” 1 Peter 4:12 – 14 
 
The Gospel of the kingdom is always “Good News” to those who receive it with 
repentant hearts and faith. It is authoritative with a pathway of freedom, deliverance 
from judgment, grace, and the open arms of a loving God through faith in the Lord 
Jesus. Christ suffered for us so we can be forgiven and free.

The difference 
is only the Church can have the Spirit of Glory rest upon it during the raging tumult of 
the world. Do we want just relief or the Spirit of glory? Start by rejoicing in the Lord 
always and not questioning the goodness of a faithful Creator during adversity. 
 
In the midst of the recent pandemic and lockdowns, my wife and I, were infirmed 
with Covid, and I was hospitalized for two weeks. By the prayer of the saints and 
faithfulness of God, I not only recovered, but I experienced his awesome presence in 
the hospital – the Spirit of Glory. This demonically sourced disease, carrying the spirit 
of anti-Christ, could not steal the joy of the Lord. 
 
Around the world our missionaries and fellow churches are experiencing different 
levels of unrest, lockdowns, loss of privileges and like persecutions in a greater 
proportion than what is happening in the US churches. At the same time, great things 
are happening in the Lord. Growing during oppression is their norm. We can learn 
from this. They are poised for revival in good times and bad. 
 
In Jeremiah’s day, so-called prophets spoke of continued good times. So people never 
prepared for soon-coming persecution. The true prophet Jeremiah prophesied of 
tough times (the nations collapse) and the need to return to a good God. The people 
had to choose what to believe and be ready. God spared only a believing remnant. 
Today, we face the same choice. Overcoming does not depend on voices or 
circumstances, but knowing God’s heart! 
 
So let’s pray for the Father’s kingdom to come and deliverance from evil, yet prepare 
for trials and for the Spirit of glory. We don’t always know how God is working the big 
picture, but we can be strong and prepared. Either way, we can taste the glory..   
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Thank you for making this year another overcoming time in God’s 
kingdom. Together in support, prayer and carrying the everlasting 
gospel, we have seen God’s hand of victory time and again. The world 
is chaotic, but God is always for us and that makes all the difference.
